10f. Consultants

	Rey Castillo is the major recipient of salary benefits. The have been calculated at the rate of 10,000 pesos/month, the approximate rate at which a schoolteacher of his standing earns. He is budgeted for 50% (20 hours/week). 
    Additional salary is to pay native speaker consultants for digital recordings in their area of expertise. Recording will be carried out during two 6-day fieldwork trips. These expert consultants will receive 250 pesos/day and two will work together to alleviate the tediousness for a single consultant. Wages are estimated at 250 pesos/day. Thus six days with two consultants is 3000 pesos. For two trips this yields a budget necessity for 6000 pesos over the course of the year.



10g. Travel and subsistence: detail destinations, travel cost, quantity and daily subsistence rates, duration of trip, per annum, per person

	Travel includes two round-trip tickets for Amith each year. Each ticket will cost 305 euros or a total of 610.
Fieldwork per diem is calculated at a modest 10 euros/day x 2 individuals (Castillo and Amith) for two trips of seven days duration: total for year 280 pesos.

Ground transportation to get to the airports and, once within Mexico, is calculated at 80 euros per trip. 

Total cost is 1,050 euros. Additional expenses will be covered by another grant, from Ford Foundation.

	Equipment and the few consumables are covered by other grants and include the facilities covered by Gettysburg College.



10i. Other costs: detail any other costs not covered above

	Castillo and Amith will be in constant communication over the Internet and will share a virtual classroom to work jointly on documents over a distance. The classroom costs 900 dollars/year (splitting the cost with the University of Chicago) or 610 euros.  An additional 221 euros is needed to for an internet connection for Rey Castillo.
